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Theme: EDUCATING FOR DEMOCRATIC CITIZENSHIP IN A GLOBALIZING 
AND CHANGING WORLD  
 
Founded in 1990, the Alliance of Universities for Democracy (AUDEM) is a consortium of American 
and Central European, East European, and South-East European universities united for the 
common purpose of supporting institutions of higher learning in North Central/Baltic, Central, 
South-East and Eastern Europe in the transition to their democratic roles in building civil societies 
and in market-driven economies. Currently, AUDEM's members number over 110 institutions of 
higher learning in CEE and the United States. (For more information about the Alliance and its 
Members, please go to www.audem.org (Website is still under construction). 
 
The Alliance of Universities for Democracy (AUDEM) will hold its Annual Conference in Yalta, 
Ukraine from 23 to 26 October 2005. This year's Conference promises to be one of the best 
ever. We invite papers and presentations from colleagues in the USA, the Baltic States, Central 
Europe, South-Eastern Europe, Russia, Belarus, Ukraine, Moldova, Georgia, Central Asia and 
other newly independent states. Some funding may be available to support participants from 
AUDEM member universities in Eastern Europe. The funding will be very limited; all participants 
are encouraged to seek funding from their universities and other sources. 
 
The central themes of this year's AUDEM conference will be (a) the university in the European and 
global space and (b) the role of universities in promoting Democratic Citizenship. Because we are 
meeting in Ukraine and in Yalta, we want to take the opportunity for reflection on history (the Yalta 
Conference of 1945) and on recent developments (the “Orange” electoral revolution, developments 
in Georgia, etc.) in the region. We therefore also invite presentations that reflect on current political, 
social and cultural developments as well as a look back in history. And we also invite presentations 
in the arts, humanities and social sciences. But we welcome all topics and we invite you to submit 
your ideas. 
 
At last year's conference in Pécs, Hungary we initiated a major new AUDEM initiative, to develop 
the University Partnerships for Education and Citizenship (UPEC). This project links member 
European and US universities with the purpose of enriching democratic citizenship and civic 
engagement among university students. UPEC has been developed through the collaboration of 
AUDEM with the American Association of State Colleges and Universities (AASCU), The Council 
of Europe, The New York Times and The International Herald Tribune. UPEC is an extension of 



the American Democracy Project (ADP), organized in the United States by AASCU and The New 
York Times. ADP is a national project by member universities throughout the United States to 
advance democratic citizenship and civic engagement among American university students. 
 
We invite all interested universities and colleagues in Central and Eastern Europe and the US to 
work together on UPEC to help advance democratic citizenship and civic engagement in Central 
and Eastern Europe and the United States. 
 
The Conference is held in English. It is desirable but not required that presenters bring copies of 
their presentation or a substantial abstract. Overhead projection and power point will be 
available. Time allotted will be about 20 - 25 minutes for each paper plus a limited time for 
questions. 
 
Colleagues may submit one or more presentation proposals. Requirements for submission: A one-
page abstract as follows: (a) name(s) of presenter(s); (b) title of presenter; (c) department or faculty 
and name of university and country; (e) e-mail address, FAX number, mailing address; (f) title and 
abstract; (g) please indicate under which track or tracks you are submitting the paper.

In particular, we encourage young scholars and junior faculty to participate. We invite alumni of 
various exchange programs sponsored by American Councils for International Education and other 
agencies to contact those agencies to see if support is available. We also invite papers from 
undergraduate and graduate students.  
 
The deadline for receipt of proposals, including titles, authors' names, institutional affiliation and 
addresses, and an abstract is May 28, 2005. Late proposals may be considered if space is 
available. 
 
NOTE: Colleagues requiring formal letters of invitation for visa or funding purposes should contact 
us as soon as possible. Invitations will be sent based on the visa requirements of the Republic of 
Ukraine. Inquiries about visa requirements for Ukraine should be directed to AUDEM Board of

Yalta is a delightful and dramatic resort city on the southern Crimea coast. It is the ancient 
homeland of the Scythians, and became famous as a Russian retreat in the 18th and 19th 
centuries. Yalta has played an important role in Imperial Russian and Soviet history, and it 
continues to serve as an important center for contemporary Ukraine. It is a magnificent, historical 
and environmentally healthy place, complete with mountains, waterfalls and a subtropical climate, 
where tourist sites grow year by year. Among its most famous sites are the Alexander III and 
Vorontsov Palace, built in an English style, and the Livadia Palace, Tsar Nikolas II's family retreat, 
where Roosevelt, Churchill and Stalin met for the famous Yalta Conference in 1945. Yalta and the 
Crimea have been favored areas of leading figures in Russian cultural history, including Anton 
Chekhov, Maksimillian Voloshin and the great painter of seascapes A. I. Aivazovsky. Modern Yalta 
is one of the best spots in Ukraine to hold international conferences and official meetings.
